Change to Contact Hour Award Process

     The Board of Directors of AORN of Mideastern Pennsylvania, Chapter 3906, actively supports professional development through monthly educational programs.  These programs are approved by the American Nurses Credentialing Center for contact hours.  Beginning with those RN’s whose licenses expire on October 31, 2010 the Pennsylvania State Board of Nursing has mandated a biennial accrual of 30 contact hours to maintain this licensure.  Additionally, CNOR maintenance requires 125 contact hours every five years.  We are proud to assist our members toward obtaining the above goals.  Beginning September 1, 2009 our chapter will require a small fee from all non-members for each educational presentation where contact hours are awarded.  The cost for each offering will be $5.00 and may be paid via cash or check to any officer or board member prior to obtaining the contact hour(s) certificate. We have seen a decline in our membership over the years which means our chapter receives less financial support to continue our endeavors.  A portion of the cost of each new AORN membership and subsequent renewals is returned to the local chapter.  The chapter also incurs a fee for each contact hour application.  As an example, 1 to 3 contact hours can cost our chapter anywhere from $15.00 to $200.00 depending on the proximity of the application process to the time of the event.
